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WASHINGTON - The Veterans of Foreign Wars of the United States salutes the life of U.S.
Sen. Frank Lautenberg (D-N.J.), who passed away today at age 89.  A life member of VFW

and would use his GI Bill to obtain an economics degree from Columbia Business School in
1949.  The five-term senator was the last World War II veteran to serve in the United States
Senate.
