$16,000 Charles Kuralt Memorial Scholarship Award. The third-place winner, Mackenzie
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Leishman, sponsored by VFW Post 2350 and Ladies Auxiliary in Elko, Nev., received the
$10,000 VFW Scholarship Award. All other state winners received at least a $1,000 college
scholarship. Nearly 40,000 students participated in this year’s competition.

The Patriot's Pen program is designed to foster patriotism by allowing students the
opportunity to express their opinions on a patriotic theme. This year’s theme was “Why I
Appreciate America’s Veterans.” The first-place winner, Ethan Schroeder, sponsored by
VFW Post 92 and Ladies Auxiliary in New Kensington, Pa., received an all-expense-paid trip
to Washington, D.C., where he received a $5,000 award. The second-place winner, Jordyn
Mies, sponsored by VFW Post 7824 and Ladies Auxiliary Vancouver, Wash., will receive a
$4,000 award. The third-place winner, Tracy Kruse, sponsored by VFW Post 2966 and
Ladies Auxiliary in Scotland, S.D., will receive a $3,500 award. More than 125,000 students
participated in this year’s competition.
